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RULES & REGULATIONS GOVERNING ONLINE ADMISSIONS 

1. The candidates will be admitted strictly in accordance with the rules and regulations contained 

in the latest Panjab University calendar/guidelines/any other instructions which have been 

issued/may be issued by the Panjab University from time to time for the respective 

courses/examinations and on the basis of merit.  

 

2. Preparation and Display of Provisional Merit List: 
 

I. The admission will be based on merit, which will be calculated on the basis of marks obtained 

in qualifying examination, fraction of marks less than the requisite percentage will not be 

rounded off to the advantage of the applicants i.e. 32.9%, 39.9% and 49.9% will not be 

rounded off to 33%, 40% and 50% respectively. In addition, weightage wherever applicable, 

will be given as per norms of Panjab University, Chandigarh. 
 

II. In case of a tie at any stage in the preparation of the merit list, applicants securing equal marks 

will be bracketed together. Their inter-se-merit will be determined according to the following 

criteria: (Refer to Panjab University, Chandigarh, Handbook of Information 2026, Part-A, 

Page No. 43): 

a. A candidate getting higher percentage of marks in the qualifying examination shall 

rank higher in order of merit. 

b. That if the marks in qualifying examination are also the same then the candidates 

obtaining more marks in the immediate lower examination, shall rank higher in order 

of merit. 

c. That if two or more candidates secure equal marks in (a) & (b) above, the candidate 

senior in age shall rank higher in the order of merit.  
 

III. If an applicant, having reserved category, falls under GENERAL CATEGORY in the merit 

list, the applicant will be given admission in the GENERAL CATEGORY only. So, the 

applicant must follow the admission schedule of General Category on the date and time 

specified under General Category. 

 

3. All the admissions to this institution are provisional and subject to the approval of Panjab 

University. The institution cannot be held responsible in case the University does not approve 

the admission of a student on account of giving incomplete information, concealing necessary 

facts or attaching incomplete testimonials or delayed submission of certificates etc. The 

fine/penalty imposed for the same will be the personal responsibility of the student.

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RESERVATION POLICY 

As per Letter No. 19/1/3/93-IH(3)-99/11136 dated 09.06.1999 and No. 19/1/3-IH(3)-2004/955 dated 

19/01/2004 from Home Secretary, Chandigarh Administration, the following policy shall be followed 

w.r.t. reservation of seats: 

60% seats of the total sanctioned intake of an institution will be filled up from amongst the students 

who pass their qualifying examination from schools/colleges recognized by the Chandigarh 

Administration and situated in the Union Territory, Chandigarh, as regular students of the said 

school/college, which will be termed as UT Pool. 

The remaining 40% seats will be filled from amongst students, who pass their qualifying examinations 

from institutions other than those located in the Union Territory, Chandigarh, which will be termed 

as Outside UT Pool. 

 

The following revised horizontal-cum-vertical reservation policy as per Govt. of India/Chandigarh 

Administration/ Panjab University’s instructions issued from time to time in all the Higher/Technical 

Institutions of Chandigarh Administration to be implemented from the Academic Session 2026-27 

onwards is as under: 

A. Reservation Policy UT Pool (60%), the following vertical main categories, namely:  

a) Scheduled Caste (SC): 15% of the total seats are reserved for Scheduled Caste candidates. 

b) Other Backward Class (OBC): 3% of the total seats are reserved for candidates belonging to 

Other Backward Class (Non-Creamy Layer) for the academic session 2026-27 which will be 

increased every year in phase manner up to 27% by 2031-32 in terms of notification No. S. O 

3598(E) dated 05. 08.2025 issued by the Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi 

as circulated by the Social Welfare Department, UT, Chandigarh vide letter No. 

SWD/RA/OBC-Act/2025/6692, dated 07.08.2025. 

c) Economically Weaker Section (EWS): 10% of the total seats are reserved for candidates 

belonging to Economically Weaker Section. 

Further Sub-categories, namely, 'Defence’ 'Freedom Fighter’ 'Person with Benchmark 

Disabilities' and 'Sports’ are available horizontally under each main category (General, SC, 

OBC and EWS). 

d) Defence Category: 5% of the total seats in each main category are reserved for candidates 

belonging to Defence Sub-category. 

e) Freedom Fighter: 2% Children and Grandchildren of freedom fighter. 

f) Persons with Benchmark Disabilities (PwBD): 5% of the total seats in each category are 

reserved for candidates belonging to 'Persons with Benchmark Disabilities' sub-category in 

accordance with the provisions of "The Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act 2016' (PWD 

ACT). 

g) Sports Quota: 2% of total seats 

   B.  Reservation Policy outside UT Pool (40%), the vertical main categories, namely: 

a) Scheduled Caste (SC): 15% of the total seats are reserved for Scheduled Caste candidates. 

b) Scheduled Tribe (ST): 7.5% of the total seats are reserved for candidates belonging to 

Scheduled Tribe. 
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c) Other Backward Class (OBC): 27% of the total seats are reserved for candidates belonging 

to Other Backward Class (Non-Creamy Layer). 

d) Economically Weaker Section (EWS): 10% of the total seats are reserved for candidates 

belonging to Economically Weaker Section. 

Further Sub-categories, namely, ‘Defence’, 'Freedom Fighter’ and 'Person with ‘Benchmark 

Disabilities' are available horizontally under each main category (General, SC ST, OBC and 

EWS). 

e) Defence Category: 5% of the total seats in each main category are reserved for candidates 

belonging to Defence sub-category. 

f) Freedom Fighter: 2% Children and Grandchildren of freedom fighter. 

g) Persons with Benchmark Disabilities (PWBD): 5% of the total / seats in each category are 

reserved for candidates belonging to 'Persons with Benchmark Disabilities' sub-category in 

accordance with the provisions of "The Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act 2016' (PWD 

ACT). 

C. Supernumerary Seats: All technical/higher education institutions will continue with their existing 

policies w.r.t Supernumerary seats. In respect of Higher Education Institutions where the general EWS 

is being implemented as supernumerary seats will continue as per previous practice till approval of 

enhancement of seats is received from the regulatory body. 

 

D. Seat Conversion Procedure:  

a) After exhausting the complete list of registered claimants of PwD, Defence and Freedom Fighter 

subcategory seats, remaining vacant seats in these subcategories will be transferred to respective main 

category (GEN/SC/ST/OBC/EWS). 

b) After exhausting the complete list of registered SC, ST, OBC and EWS claimants of the seats of their 

respective category, the vacant seats will be treated as unreserved.  Following set of rules will be 

followed for each conversion. 

i. If the complete list of registered ST claimant, Outside UT pool exhausts, then the remaining 

vacant seats under this category will be filled from the list of SC, Outside UT pool category 

candidates or vice versa. 

ii. If the complete list of registered SC/ST, Outside UT pool claimants’ exhausts, then the remaining 

vacant seats under this category will be filled by Gen, Outside UT pool category. 

iii. If the complete list of registered SC, UT pool claimants exhausts, then the remaining vacant seats 

under this category will be filled by General UT pool category. 

iv. If the complete list of registered OBC, UT pool claimants’ exhausts, then the remaining vacant 

seats under this category will be filled from the list of Gen, UT pool category candidates. 

v. If the complete list of registered OBC, Outside UT pool claimants’ exhausts, then the remaining 

vacant seats under this category will be filled from the list of Gen, Outside UT pool category 

candidates. 

vi. If the complete list of registered Gen, UT pool claimants’ exhausts, then the remaining vacant 

seats under this category will be filled from the list of Gen, Outside UT pool category or vice 

versa.

✓ The free education to the completely blind student belonging to below poverty line, as described by 

the relevant Government notification/s, in any course in the University and its affiliated Colleges, 

subject to the students being otherwise eligible and on merit, but the candidate has to submit an 

affidavit to this effect issued by the competent authority. Even the 5 free hostel accommodation may 

also be considered, if required by the students, but he/she will have to pay the mess charges, which 

are already subsidized. A limited number of course books (one per paper) may also be considered 

which would be returnable after the completion of the course.

iii. Director, Sports, Chandigarh Administration, or his nominee, not below the rank of Joint 

Director, Sports, will issue the certificate, and also have the authority to cancel any certificate 

at any time if it is found to have been issued on false/incorrect/concealed information or 

record.

 For recommending admission on the basis of youth festival participation, admission criterion 

will be fixed on the basis of merit as mentioned below and upon the verification of the original 

certificates of those candidates, who:

✓ Have got distinction in All India National Inter University Youth Festival Organized by 

AIU/Govt. of India. 

✓ Have got distinction in North Zone Inter University Youth Festival organized by AIU. 

✓ Have secured First/Second/Third position in Inter University Youth Festival Organized by 

Govt. of Punjab / any State or Central University. 

✓ Have secured First/Second/Third position in Panjab University Inter Zonal Festival. 

✓ Have secured First/Second/Third position in Panjab University Zonal Festival. 

✓ Have secured First/Second/Third position in state level competition of State School Education 

Board of Punjab/Haryana/HP/or CBSE/ICSE or any other recognized board. 

➢ Category A is considered as higher category followed by B, C …. Onwards. 

➢ Preference will be given to the candidate/s who have represented Panjab University, 

Chandigarh in A, B, C or D category. 

➢ Achievement(s) only during the preceding three years of the year of the admission will be 

considered. 
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➢ In case of two or more candidate having equal position at equal level: 

a.  Position secured in an individual item shall be rated higher than position secured as a 

team member. 

b. The eligibility of the candidate for participation in University Youth Festivals, in future, 

may also be considered. 

c.  Academic record will be considered in case of tie between two or more candidates. 

In case of any ambiguity, the related certificates shall be verified from the Department of Youth 

Welfare, Panjab University through the concerned Chairperson/Principal/Head etc. The candidate/s 

admitted on the basis of Youth Festival additional quota seats shall have to give an assurance to the 

University authorities that during the duration of the course, the candidate will participate in the 

activities associated with her item and will not create any kind of indiscipline.

1. Candidates will apply on the prescribed college Admission Form incorporated in the prospectus. 

2. Concealment or wrong information at the time of admission will result into cancellation of their 

seat. 

3. Old Students are required to report for college and hostel admission positively as per the 

Admission Schedule, failing which they will lose their right to admission and hostel seat. 

4. Students who do not pay mess dues in time will be debarred from admission in the next 

session or they may not be issued roll number for final exams. 

5. The admission to hostel is comprising of following steps:  

Step 1: College Admission 

Step 2: Hostel Admission 

 Postcard size recent family photo to be attached with the form 

 Passport size local guardian photo and signature on the form 

 Undertaking for local guardians 

 Anti-ragging form 

 Health status undertaking 

 Medical fitness certificate by an authorized medical practitioner 

 Two self-addressed and postal stamped envelopes for correspondence.  

Step 3: Payment of the fees 

Step 4: Room allotment 

6. Physical presence of the candidate as well as parents is mandatory on the day of admission. 

7. Parents to note that admission formalities/process may take more than one day. So they are 

required to make their own arrangements of stay accordingly. 

8. Admitted students will report to the hostel authorities in their allotted hostels one day before the 

commencement of the classes (Date to be notified on the college notice board/website). 

9. Foreign students and students belonging to Manipur, Leh-Ladakh and Tibet etc. must have their 

parents accompanying them at the time of hostel admission. They also need to submit an 

affidavit/authority letter from their parents authorizing the local guardians to perform all 

responsibilities on their behalf regarding hostel rules and regulations. They are required to bring 

a family photograph and also two passport size photos of the candidate at the time of 

admission. 
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All Students will be governed by the hostel rules and hostel fee structure. HOSTEL MESS DUES 

AND SECURITY WILL BE ACCEPTED THROUGH ONLINE PAYMENT MODE ONLY 

MEDICAL REQUIREMENTS 

It is mandatory to carry a Medical Fitness Certificate by an authorized Medical Practitioner at the 

time of entry to the hostel. The Medical Certificate should carry the information of the blood group 

of the student. If a student is suffering from any allergy or medicine, then the same should also be 

mentioned.  

Non-disclosure of information related to any serious medical condition will result in the 

cancellation of the hostel seat. In case this fact is concealed from the authorities at the time of 

admission, the college will not be responsible for any emergency that may arise. Students are 

advised not to indulge in self-medication; if they do so, they will be responsible for the consequences. 

In case of emergency the student will be taken to the nearby Government Hospital and the local 

guardian will be called immediately along with the intimation to the parents. 
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HOSTEL RULES 

1. No student will be allowed to join hostel without fee receipts (both College & Hostel). 

2. Students are required to bring their own bedding, bed linen and door curtains. The other basic 

items are also required i.e. locks, buckets, mugs, bulbs, dusters, plate, spoon, tumbler etc. 

which are also available in the college canteen. 

3. Furniture will be issued to the resident students against their signatures and the student will 

be held responsible for any breakage of furniture issued to her. 

4. Hostel students are not allowed to use any personal electric appliances like radio, two in one, 

electric rods, electrical press, transistors, record players etc. In case of a defaulter, strict action 

will be taken and the appliance will be confiscated. They are also warned not to tamper with 

electrical fittings. The college will not be responsible for any mishap. 

5. Hostel students are allowed to keep two-wheelers only for their convenience. 

6. The college is not responsible for any inappropriate behavior/action of the student which is 

detrimental to accepted social norms. 

7. Possession and consumption of any kind of intoxicants/drugs/ alcohol will result in immediate 

expulsion from the hostel. 

8. The college does not take responsibility of valuables especially mobile phones and cash of 

resident students. They are therefore advised not to bring jewelry and other expensive articles 

with them. 

9. Students are not allowed to stay in the College hostel during autumn break, winter break 

or summer vacations. 

10. All the students will report daily for evening Roll-Call in the hostel common room at 6:00 

p.m. 

11. Parents of the defaulter students can be called by the hostel authorities any time. 

12. If, at any time, it is found that the information given to hostel authorities by the parents or the 

students is wrong, strict action will be taken immediately by the hostel and college authorities. 

13. Resident students are not allowed to take part in any kind of protest or strike. This will lead 

to their expulsion from the hostel and college. 

14. Strict disciplinary action will be taken against defaulters, which may result in immediate 

expulsion from hostel. 

15. Students are expected to maintain a decent dress code in the hostel and college premises. 

16. Habitual defiance of the hostel rules will render a resident student liable to disciplinary action, 

a special fine and even expulsion from the college 

17. Ragging is strictly prohibited as per the Hon'ble Supreme Court orders. Defaulters will 

face punitive action. 
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18. Any kind of shouting, creating rumors, knocking on doors or any other act likely to create 

disturbance is strictly prohibited within the Hostel premises. 

19. Any matter of dispute with fellow boarders should be reported immediately to the 

Warden/Principal. 

20. Residents must switch off fans and lights before leaving for night out, day out and during 

college hours. 

21. Action will be taken against the erring students, who pass undesirable remarks about fellow 

students, indulge in physical and mental torture and show disobedience and non-co-operative 

behavior. 

22. A day scholar is not permitted to visit or stay in the hostel without the permission of the 

Principal. 

23. Student must give due respect to the wardens and the hostel staff. 

24. Residents should maintain cordial relations with other fellow students. 

25. Any hosteller found guilty of creating indiscipline, bringing bad publicity or indulging in 

negative politics is liable to be expelled with immediate effect. 

26. The Principal reserves the right to change any of the hostel rules and dues. The changes shall 

be binding on the residents. 
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HOSTEL LEAVE RULES 

1. A resident student can avail night out /weekend leave only twice a month. 

2. Wardens can grant leave only on weekends and not during college days and timings. The wedding 

card and a letter from parents with the proof of their identity should be attached with the leave 

application. In all such cases the parents must write directly to the Principal at least two days in 

advance. A maximum of 4 days leave will be granted for the wedding of siblings. 

3. Residents will be granted permission to attend family functions only if they have the requisite 

attendance in classes, have appeared in the Mid-semester examinations, and have adhered to the 

rules and regulations of the college. 

4. If any student extends her leave period of night stay, the parents/guardians should inform the hostel 

warden well in advance. 

5. The warden can sanction leave up to 4 days. Any leave more than 4 days would require the sanction 

of the Principal. 

6. Attendance will not be granted for medical leave or any other leave taken by the student. 

7. Students who do not report for 10 days without prior permission will have to vacate the hostel. 

RULES FOR OUTING 

Day Time

1. Residents must enter their timings of departure and arrival in the outing register (Day out/Night 

out/Coaching). 

2. The resident should positively return to the hostel before Roll call otherwise serious action will be 

taken. 

3. Residents shall strictly adhere to the timings of their return i.e. before Roll call in case of Day Outs 

and Night Outs. 

4. The warden has the right to deny outing to a resident in case of returning late from Night out/any 

kind of misconduct. 

5. If a resident frequently overstays during her leave, her Hostel seat may be cancelled and it may 

also entail refusal of admission to the college in the next session. 

6. Students who absent themselves from the hostel without Night Out Pass will have to face strict 

action as per the decision of the Hostel Committee.

MESS RULES 

1. Mess Security will be charged at the time of hostel admission which will be refunded at the 

time of leaving the Hostel. 

2. Mess is run on contract basis. The Mess charges are subject to change from time to time as 

per contract/agreement and may be revised in the middle of academic session, if required. 

3. Mess Dues are deposited cumulative for every two-month period (once every two month).  

4. Mess charges shall be applicable to all resident students and must be paid as per the prescribed 

mess fee schedule. The charges shall remain payable even if a resident student does not return 

to the hostel after vacations, holidays, or any other period of absence. 

5. Hostellers are required to dine in the dining hall only. 

6. Meals will not be served before or after the fixed hour. Residents must observe meal timings 

and must be punctual for that. 

7. Resident students are not allowed to enter the cooking area/kitchen of the hostel. 

8. Resident students are not allowed to come in casual clothes/night dress to the dining hall. 

They should be properly and decently clad. 

Note: Students must observe all mess rules in the dining hall 

FOR THE KIND ATTENTION OF PARENTS/GUARDIANS 

1. At the time of joining the hostel, the parents/local guardians are required to submit, the name and 

the address of the local guardians on the specified form. 

2. It is mandatory for the parents to put down their signatures in front of the Hostel Committee. 

3. Parents are advised to check the leave book and sign it on every visit of their wards. 

4. Students should open an SBI bank account in their home towns and carry the ATM cards along 

for convenient monetary transactions. 

5. Change of address/telephone number to be informed to the warden in writing by the parents. 

6. Parents of the defaulter students can be called by the hostel authorities any time. 

7. The visitors will meet their wards in visitor’s room only during visiting hours. 

8. No parents/guardians will be allowed to go to the resident's room. 

APPOINTMENT OF LOCAL GUARDIANS 

1. Appointment of a local guardian is a must for the hostel record of each resident student. In case of 

an emergency, local guardians will be informed and called. 

2. Unmarried Men (blood relation and cousins) will not be accepted as local guardians and will not 

be allowed to enter the college premises. 

3. Only a married couple should preferably be the local guardian (Real brother/sister, married or 

unmarried is also eligible to be local guardian) 

4. Only parents and guardians will be allowed to meet their wards from 3:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. on 

Saturday and11:00 a.m.to 5:00 p.m. on Sundays.

4. The sports person leave for sports competition/coaching camp (including journey days) is to be 

recommended by Directorate of Sports including Inter-University tournaments, Inter-College 

tournaments, Sr. National Championships and International Championships etc. During this 

leave period the concerned sports person shall be treated as present for the assessment and for all 

other academic purposes. 

5. Absence from the college on days immediately before or after winter vacations entails 

disciplinary action. 

6. The name of any student who absents herself from the college for ten days or more without 

any information will be struck off from the college rolls. The Principal has the power to 

strike off name of any student who is irregular in attendance or is not amenable to the 

college discipline. 

7. If a student after getting admission or during the session remains absent continuously for 10 days, 

her name will be struck off from the college rolls.
